CITY OF HAMILTON
BY-LAW NO. 21-189

To Amend By-law 05-200 Respecting Modifications and Updates to certain
Definitions, General Provisions, Parking, Open Space and Parks Zones, Industrial
Zones, Commercial and Mixed Use Zones, Transit Oriented Corridor Zones, Rural

Zones, Utility Zones, Waterfront Zones, Special Exceptions, Holding Provisions
and Mapping Changes for the City of Hamilton

WHEREAS the City of Hamilton has in force several Zoning By-laws which apply to the
different areas incorporated into the City by virtue of the City of Hamilton Act, 1999,
Statutes of Ontario, 1999 Chap. 14;

WHEREAS the City of Hamilton is the lawful successor to the former Municipalities
identified in Section 1.7 of By-law No. 05-200;

WHEREAS the first stage of the new Zoning By law, being By-law No. 05-200, came into
force on the 25th day of May, 2005;

WHEREAS the Council of the City of Hamilton, in adopting Item 5 of Report 21-014 of the
Planning Committee, at its meeting held on the 29" day of September, 2021 which
recommended that Zoning By-law No. 05-200 be amended as hereinafter provided; and,

WHEREAS this By-law is in conformity with the Urban Hamilton Official Plan upon
adoption of Official Plan Amendment No. 155.
